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The Manasota Theatre Organ Society members enjoy
monthly meetings from September through June each
year. In addition to social and refreshment opportunities,
each meeting features a musical program presented ei-
ther by a member or regional artist. MTOS members may
purchase discounted tickets for 3-4 professional concerts
annually. A newsletter is published approximately 8 times
annually.

MTOS dues are due and payable on the first day of July
each year. New MTOS members’ dues received after Janu-
ary 31 are pro-rated to $12.50.

ATOS membership dues are separate and include a high-
quality color bimontlhy magazine. If you are not an ATOS
member and wish to become an Active Member of MTOS,
our membership chairman can assist you with ATOS mem-
bership.

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(MTOS) was founded in 1991. With approximately 75
member households it is typical in size of the more than
60 local chapters of the parent organization, The Ameri-
can Theatre Organ Society (ATOS). ATOS is an interna-
tional organization of more than 5,000 members which
is nearing its 50th anniversary.

The Manasota Theatre Organ Society’s first project
was the renovation of the 1926 Aeolian Duo Art pipe or-
gan in the Charles Ringling mansion, now part of the Uni-
versity of South Florida New College in Sarasota. This
residence pipe organ was not in playable condition when
the Chapter approached USF and proposed renovation
of the instrument. An agreement was reached whereby
the Chapter would restore the organ to its original condi-
tion in exchange for occasional use by MTOS for meet-
ings. After several thousand hours of volunteer labor, the
organ finally “spoke” again. The Chapter meets there once
a year, to the delight of our members who enjoy hearing
and playing this orchestral organ.

In 1995, MTOS member J. Tyson Forker said he
wanted to see a theatre organ installed in a public venue
in the Sarasota area. A successful business man, Mr.
Forker said he would supply the necessary funds needed
if MTOS members would supply the volunteer manpower
(and womanpower) needed to rebuild and install an in-
strument.

In 1996, the MTOS located a suitable Wurlitzer the-
atre pipe organ  in Miami, Florida. The instrument was
originally installed in the Florida Theatre in Jacksonville,
Florida, in 1927. On a couple of hot August weekends,
members removed the organ, piece by piece and hauled
it back to a warehouse in Sarasota. The organ was com-
pletely disassembled and rebuilt by MTOS members.

The Chapter reached an agreement with the Grace
Baptist Church on Bee Ridge Road whereby MTOS would
add ranks suitable for church use and install the organ
in their existing pipe chambers. The organ
was expanded to 32 ranks. The church would use the
instrument for their services and for classical and reli-
gious concerts, while MTOS members would hold meet-
ings there and would present theatre organ concerts
there. Provision was made for members practice time.

 Carole Scutt (daughter of Tyson Forker) continued
to supply financing after Mr. Forker’s death in 1997. The
organ has emerged as a world-class instrument!
